LD-R-50: Why castor oil?

· Consistent make-up year over year, location to location

· Every kilogram of castor polyol, produced in place of a petroleum-based polyol, sees a reduction of nearly 3.5 kilograms of Carbon Dioxide from the atmosphere

· Production has low energy dependence, requires no pesticides, fungicides or 
man-made irrigation

· Higher yield by weight (~40%) than soya oil (~17%)

· Castor crops do not compete with food crops, as they can be grown on marginal lands not competitive with food production lands
